SYLLABUS

COURSE OBJECTIVE

Students will be involved in multiple ways of developing ideas, images, and three dimensional works. Experimentation and individual means of expression are encourages within the content of the course.  The course will cover aspects of craftsmanship, jewelry design, function of jewelry, history of jewelry, and marketing of products. Through out the course students will be exposed to various jewelry techniques and styles.  Jewelry is a course that will develop students hand and eye coordination along with visual problem solving skills.  Visits to art galleries, exhibitions, and jewelry stores are encouraged to strengthen the student’s own work.

SAFTEY
All students are required to pass a jewelry safety test prior to working with the soldering torches.  It is important that the student gains confidence and understands the safety with all jewelry tools, machines and materials.  ABSOLUTELY NO HORSE PLAY!!!   
CLASSWORK


Students will be involved in an ongoing process of solving two-dimensional and three-dimensional problems.  The student is advised to prepare well for these sessions, making sure that the required preliminary work is completed and extra time is allowed outside official class time to complete the work.  The process of creating jewelry involves large amounts of time to complete a single project.  The minimum time required of the student is in class.

HOMEWORK


Homework will include reading or writing assignments.  Development of ideas with evidence will also be a part of homework assignments.

BACKGROUND READING AND WRITING

Background reading and writing will be connected with works in progress or with the history of art and gathering of information. 
DEVELOPMENT OF IDEAS


Always make sure to have someone in mind when developing project ideas because this is one of the most difficult aspects of creating jewelry.  This process involves the form of notes, drawings, and images that are often connected with the finished work.  The student is encouraged to develop ideas outside of class time, which will allow the student to spend more bench time in class (physically working on jewelry projects).   


OPEN IDEA POLICY


Students are encouraged to share any jewelry idea or concept with the teacher. This policy was created to help students feel comfortable with approaching the instructor with new and exciting ideas. Please make sure that the idea is classroom appropriate.
ASSESSMENT/GRADING


The work produced in the above mentioned categories is assessed at regular intervals and at any time the student desires.  Students are expected to produce a portfolio of work that covers specific assignments, homework, and other individually inspired work.  This should also include notes, drawings and images as well as completed work.  Student work will be evaluated through group and individual critiques.
Any student regardless of ability that does all of their work, shows positive attitude and strives to do their best will receive no lower than a C- grade in the class.
